CPLLL includes several 
editor-identified 
bibliographies that are 
highly relevant to the field 
of law librarianship. 
Though not assigned 
detailed metadata, they 
are fully integrated into 
the custom search index.

More than 90% of the 
articles in CPLLL are 
available in full text via 
HeinOnline, with hyperlinks 
provided where access is 
available.
