DOIs in Legal 
Scholarship: 
A Missing Link 
Hein Can Fix



Why Legal Scholarship Needs DOIs

Over 90% of academic disciplines 
use DOIs for stable, citable access

Law reviews remain an exception, 
leading to widespread link rot and 
poor digital discoverability

Bluebook and legal citation 
standards have not evolved to 
include persistent identifiers

Law libraries want DOIs but often lack 
resources, infrastructure, or clear 
guidance

Result: A fragmented ecosystem, 
missed opportunities for visibility, and 
long-term accessibility risks

“It is long overdue for publishers of 
legal scholarship to adopt standards 
like persistent identifiers... the barriers 

to entry, in both cost and achievability, 
are low.”

Hein’s Role -

Full-Service Tier 
(Hein is Crossref Member)

Hein holds the Crossref membership 
and handles all aspects of DOI 
registration, metadata management, 
and landing page hosting. The journal 
provides content; Hein ensures 
persistent access and discoverability.

Support Tier 
(Journal is Crossref Member)

Hein acts as a technical agent, using 
the journal’s Crossref credentials to 
mint DOIs, register metadata, and 
manage updates. The journal retains 
full ownership and control of content.

Partnered with the University of 
Utah to mint DOIs via Crossref for 
Utah Law Review

Validates technical process with 
non-Hein platforms (e.g. BePress)

Now exploring DOI minting as a 
formal service for the law review 
community with two options.
